A hot water recirculation system uses a small pump attached 

to the hot water line to  supply the showers, tubs, and faucets.  

Activated by an in-line thermostat,  this system circulates cold 

water out of the line and delivers hot water faster and more 

efficiently.  Essentially, the amount of wasted cold water dur-

ing lag time is significantly reduced.  While not “instant”, the 

lag time is reduced to a matter of seconds.

Morel Mushroom (Morchella esculenta) 

On April 25, 2011 Pennsylvania 
Governor Corbett signed House 
Bill 377 into law.  The most highly 
publicized component of this Bill 
removed the mandate requiring the 
installation of sprinklers in new 
single and two-family homes.  In-
stead, builders are now required to 
present a sprinkler option to the 
customer and document the deci-
sion to accept or decline the op-
tion. 
 
In addition, several other items 
were revised in HB377 including 
improved safety standards requir-
ing increased fire protection for 
lightweight floor assemblies as 
well as increased wall bracing re-
quirements. Further, the threshold 
for approving changes in the con-
struction code will now require a 
two-thirds majority vote by the 19-
member Uniform Construction 
Code Review and Advisory Coun-
cil. Better known as the RAC, the 
group consists of contractors, en-
gineers, architects, building in-
spectors, code, and other local offi-
cials appointed by the Governor.  
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
